For preventing as well as dealing with Debit/Credit Card 
Fraud, refer to the suggestions on the next page…. 
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For Financial Institutions:  
If fraud is committed :  
- Evaluate each customer individually before 

reissuing cards.  
- Contact the authorities immediately. 
To prevent:  
- Ask customers for cell phone numbers, if 

they are traveling and you notice charges 
coming in from out-of-state or out of the 
country, a quick call to the cell phone will 
confirm that they are in possession of their 
card. 

- Check the values that are sent into your 
financial institution when a charge is made 
(magnetic strip contains a logarithm, if 
values are all 0’s or similar, card should be 
declined). 

- Does your data “processor verify the correct 
expiration date before authorizing a  
transaction?” ** 

- “Does the processor verify the correct 
Security Code (CVV or CVC) before 
authorizing a transaction?” ** 

For Consumers:   

- Create a list of your financial institution’s 
contact numbers (credit card company, 
bank, etc.) as well as your account and PIN 
numbers. Keep this list in a separate 
location from your debit or credit cards. This 
will enable you to report a lost card quickly. 

- Don’t carry more cards than you need to. 
- Check your monthly statements (or follow 

online) and compare with your receipts and 
report mistakes or discrepancies 
immediately.  

- Don’t carry your Debit Card PIN number 
with you. 

- Destroy all copies of receipts or transactions 
after you have verified the transaction 
completion (personal shredders work well).
